Commission, UGC has said
that there has been no
change in the reservation
policy for SC, ST and OBC
candidates in faculty
positions in universities. In
a letter to Registrar of
Universities, UGC said that
there has been no change
in the guidelines for strict
implementation of

reservation policy of the
government in universities
and other grant-in-aid
institutions and Centres.

The Commission said that
in teaching positions
reservation for SCs is 15
per cent, STs is 7.5 per cent
is applicable for Assistant
Professor, Associate
Professor and Professor.
The letter added that in
case of OBCs, 27 per cent

reservation is applicable
only at the level of
Assistant Professor. UGC's
reaction came against the
backdrop of RID chief
Lalu Prasad Yadav

Govt procures 1.11 lakh tonne of
pulses to control retail prices

The government has
procured 1.11 lakh tonnes
of pulses so far from
farmers for creating buffer
stock and also contracted
to import 38,500 tonnes as
part of its effort to control
the retail prices. Food and
Consumer Affairs Ministry
in arelease said, 51,000 Ton
of pulses has been
proccurred in Kharif
season and 60,000 Ton in
Rabi season so far.

The Ministry in a release
said, about 13,000 Ton
imported pulses have
reached the country and
delivery of about 6,000 Ton
pulses is in pipeline. It said,
the state governments have
been urged repeatedly to
seek allocation of pulses
from the buffer stock to sell
at reasonable prices which
should not be more than
120 rupees per kilogram.
Tamil Nadu, Andhra

have already  been
allocated some quantity
on receiving their requests.
The Ministry also said,
NAFED and SFAC have
procured 15,635 Ton
onions so far.
