In exercise of the powers under Section 6(2)(i)
of the Disaster Management Act, 2005, the
National Disaster Management Authority
(NDMA) has issued an Order directing the
Ministries/ Departments of Government of India,
State/ Union Territory Governments and State/
Union Territory Authorities to take effective
measures so as to prevent the spread of COVID-
19 in the country which has already been declared
as a pandemic by the World Health Organization.
Experts, keeping in view the global experiences
of countries which have been successful in
containing the spread of COVID-19 unlike some
others where thousands of people died, have
recommended that effective measures for social
distancing should be taken to contain the spread
of this pandemic.

Consequent upon this, the Chief Secretary, A&N
Administration, Shri Chetan B. Sanghi has ordered
that the following directions will be applicable
throughout the State with immediate effect from 25th
March, 2020 for a period of 21 days. The directions
to be implemented are:

< Offices of the Government of India, its
Autonomous/ Subordinate Offices and Public

Corporations shall remain closed. Exceptions:
Defence, Central Armed Police Forces, Treasury,
public utilities (including petroleum, CNG, LPG PNQG),
Disaster Management, Power generation and
transmission units, Post Offices, National Informatics
Centre, Laboratories, Early Warning Agencies.
